Coalition.   This coalition is comprised of 200 agencies:  from human service 

agencies to crime prevention units to educators.  To date, over 70,000 students in 70 

school districts and 9 counties have benefited from this initiative.

Founded in 1998, Safety Kids, Inc. works hand-in-hand with children, par-

ents, law enforcement personnel, and teachers to protect children from 

abuse, abduction, exploitation and injury through victimization (including 

drugs, guns, and pressures).  Safety Kids, Inc. developed a new approach to 

the issue of personal safety in response to a need for more effective educa-

tion on prevention.  Over 85% of the children who are victimized know the 

perpetrator; therefore, the concept of stranger safety is ineffective!  It puts a 

child in a position of feeling secure just because he or she knows the per-

son, when in fact, this may lead to victimization. Charlie Check-First re-

places that concept and has been readily endorsed by educators and law en-

forcement personnel.  The curriculum (preschool through grade five) and 

the materials for parents and children are highly praised and used in several 

states.  Hundreds of officers and teachers have been trained on the local, 

state, and international levels; thousands of children have received instruc-

tion in schools and other locations; and parenting seminars are held to teach 

adults and teen-age parents essential skills on personal safety for children.  

In addition, numerous television appearances have enabled S.K.I. to reach 

vast audiences. This work has been recognized with the FBI Directors’ 

Community Leadership Award, the Pennsylvania Governor’s Award for 

Community Crime Prevention, the Independent Charities Seal of Excel-

lence, Western Pennsylvania Crime Prevention Member of the Year Award, 

and numerous other awards.
